Immunisation Entry Requirements for School and Child Care

The Tasmanian Public Health Act 1997 includes provisions designed to help prevent children from catching and spreading a number of childhood vaccine preventable diseases. The Act states that a person in charge of a school or child care facility must require a parent or guardian to provide information about a child’s immunisation when the child is about to attend that facility for the first time.

The diseases covered by these provisions are:


- diphtheria



-mumps


- pertussis(whooping cough)

- rubella (german measles)


- polio




- measles

- haemophilus influenzae type b (HIB infection)

These infections are life threatening diseases that children who are not immunised are prone to catch and spread. Immunisation is the only effective defence.

What information do you need to provide about your child’s immunisation?

If your child is starting care, you must present written information stating whether or not your child has been immunised against each of the diseases above

Does this mean my child must be vaccinated?

No. If your child can not be vaccinated because of medical or other reasons, the information you provide should say so.

However, if your child is not vaccinated, he/she may be excluded from care if there is an outbreak of a vaccine preventable disease in the service or community.

What if I object to the vaccination of my child?

You must sign a statutory declaration stating this fact

Is homeopathic immunisation recognised?

No. Only conventional immunisation has been proved to provide enough protection against these diseases.

Registering with the Family Assistance Office for Child Care Benefit (CCB)

To claim CCB, families will need to register for all child care services they use. The Centres service codes are as follows:

Child Care Benefit is available to families to help with the cost of child care fees.

Please read the enclosed brochure carefully and ask staff if you have any questions or concerns.

To calculate your CCB entitlement the following formulae are used:

Non school aged children

CCB= $ 2.96 x hours of care x CCB% x Part time %  X School age %(100%)

School aged children

CCB= $ 2.96 x hours of care x CCB% x School age %(85%)

It is important that you notify the Centre if you have any other children attending approved child care services/ family day care so that we can issue the correct child care rate to your account

Please check your account on issue to ensure that there are no discrepancies.
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
